Earlier this month the Governor presented his budget proposal, which
includes the education budget. | thought | would share it so you have
more information on what could become reality for next year. This
budget proposal has some details that would good for the district and
some details that would hurt the district financially.

Letdés start with the positive parts of the proposal
1 The proposal includes $120 per student increase for our district, which would give the district an
estimated additional $326,000.
{1 Itincludes an additional $25 per student for high school students, which began last year and allows an
additional $17,775.
7 Italso includes for a 147a MPSERS retirement cost offset increase, which helps to offset the cost
increase of retirement rates i our increase would be approximately $156,000.

Now for the negatives:

T Additional restrictions on shared-time agreements, which would limit the number of
nonpublic school (homeschool) to 5% of the student population. It is not entirely
clear from the proposal what the exact cut to CLPS would be, but | am estimating it p >
would be a loss of revenue between $750,000 - $1,100,000.

1 The cost of retirement will increase from 25.56% to 26.18%, which would cost the A !;()OK
district an estimated $156,000. However, this will be offset by the 3rd bullet point BUDGET
above with the 147a increase.

The overall impact if everything is approved as is would be an additional loss of revenue between $424,000 -
$774,000, which equates to a 1.9% - 3.4% decrease in state funding. Since this proposal still has to go
through the Senate and House, it could | ook dr-tangeti ca
