Screen Printing 
What is screen printing?  

 How does one make a shirt using this technique?

Screen printing is a method in which ink is 

applied directly to the surface to be printed 

(substrate). The student must first use a 

software program to design the image that 

will appear on the T-shirt.  The image to 

be printed is photographically transferred 

to a the screen such that the non-printing 

areas are blocked off and the fabric serves as a stencil. The ink is wiped across the screen to 

pass through the unblocked pores and reach the substrate. For each color to be printed a 

separate screen is prepared and the process is repeated.  Ms. Leigh Twittyôs business 

students are shown creating T-shirts for  Mitchell County Youth and Childrenós Teen Maze.
