Career Readiness will receive 
additional math support during 
the school day. 

High School Students who are 
behind in terms of College & 
Career Readiness may elect to 
take other courses, including 
completing Algebra 2 over two 
years.

How are students accelerated beyond 
their grade level? 
Students already taking 
middle school level 
honors math courses will 
continue in their 
sequence. 
 
Calculus 3 and Linear 
Algebra are available for 
students who have 
completed both AP 
Calculus and AP 
Statistics. 



How can current 5th grade students be 
accelerated beyond their grade level? 
Students who are 2-3 grade 
levels ahead of their peers 
may take an achievement test 
to demonstrate proficiency in 
the mathematics content 
defined by the Common Core 
State Standards for Grade 6, 
Grade 7, and Grade 8. 
 
 
Applications will be available 
in the placement letter.  The 
90-minute test will be given in 
late May or early June. 



High School Credit in Middle School 

Students will still take four math 
credits in high school. 

Algebra 1 Honors, Geometry 
Honors, and Algebra 2 Honors 
taken in middle school will count 
towards high school GPA. 
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What’s next… 

By April 30, you will receive a letter with your

ÅThis letter will include the middle and high 
school course sequence for your child. 

ÅIf your child is placed in Math 6/7 Honors, 
information on accelerated placement testing 
will be included.
