During Catholic Schools Week, MCP’s 
Drama Department produced the musical, 
Bernadette of Lourdes, by Grammy-
nominated singer-songwriter Sarah Hart 
and Brian Hull. The play tells the story of 
St. Bernadette, who, as a child, saw visions 
and apparitions of the Virgin Mary who 
encouraged her to pray for sinners, do 
penance, and later have a chapel built. Many 
towns people and religious leaders were 
initially skeptical and doubted Bernadette’s 
claims, but eventually started visiting the 
grotto where Bernadette had been led where 
she was shown a hidden, underground spring 
which still flows today.

The sold-out performances were seen by 
many MCP families, alumni, board members, 
local clergy, and community members. 
Students from St. Patrick’s School in 
Arroyo Grande also visited MCP’s campus 
to see the performance, as well as a special 
performance for our Bishop, Richard Garcia. 
Deacon Tom O’Brien said he was “blown 
away” by the performance:“it was really 
well done, fantastic singers and actors, great 
scenery, great job on the sound, and of 
course, a great story and music!” In addition, 
the performances were dedicated to two 
children, Lexi Brown and Hank Gibbs who 
are connected to the MCP family in different 

ways. These two individuals inspired the cast 
and crew and gave the performances a truer 
meaning to our shared Catholic identity and 
purpose. 

A New Tradition is Born

The end of the school year marked the 
beginning of one of the newest MCP 
traditions. The Senior Legacy Project, 
coordinated by graduating senior, Sydney 
Orradre, and facilitated by English 
Department Chair and Senior Class Advisor, 
Joannie Hamm took place immediately 
following the annual senior breakfast.

The senior class also brought 
homemade snacks for the freshmen to enjoy 
during this beautiful ceremony of “torch 
passing” to the younger class of future school 
leaders.

Accolades Abound for Athletics
What a year it has been! The Mission Prep 
Royals finished their third complete season of 03
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the highly competitive PAC 8 and Northern 
Football league. While it may have been a 
bumpy road at times, our student-athletes 
fought hard and let it be known they were 
not about to back down.

Football went to the CIF playoffs for the 
3rd year in a row, with Bryce Fledderman 
breaking a state record for pass completions 
in a game. Girls’ tennis finished 3rd in the 
PAC 8, their best finish since joining the PAC 
8, making it to CIF. Girl’s volleyball captured 
1st place in the highly touted Pac 8, led by 
Jennifer Laird, league MVP and County Player 
of the Year. Winter saw our boys’ basketball 
team finish atop the PAC 8 in 1st place, 
for the third year in a row. Mission Prep 
also had its third boys’ basketball Tribune 
County Player of the Year in Carter Gran. 
The ladies’ basketball team finished third in 
league again, making it to the CIF playoffs. 
Several school records were set by the girls’ 
track relay team, and the swim team also 
saw many record breaking performances 
this year, highlighted by Makenna Parkinson 
competing in CIF as a diver.

A Night of Music Under the Stars  

Set against a backdrop of SLO’s iconic 
rolling hills and vineyards, Father Kevin 
McGoldrick of Nashville, TN along with 
MCP Alum Matt Nino ’16, provided a 
wonderful evening of music as MCP hosted 
a special concert in support of our school. 

This event was the first of its kind, hosted 
at the home of John and Kaaren Abbate, 
with mass being celebrated beforehand, 
appetizers and drinks followed by the 
unique experience of Father Kevin’s bluesy 
and joyful music. Father Kevin has been 
a priest for 10 years, a musician for 30, 
and was travelling the West Coast in May 
to promote his new album, “Square Peg, 
Round Hole.” His music is comfortable, 
inspiring, and a refreshing blend of folk-
blues with a foundation of faith. Another 
exciting element to the evening was 
listening to Matt Nino perform, reminding 
us of the talented musician and singer we 
were fortunate to have on our campus 
during his years at Mission.

A nearly sold out crowd came out that evening 
to support the school – the ticket sales went 
directly to uphold our mission to form women 
and men of scholarship, inspiration, and 
leadership.

MCP Physics Class Earns National
STEM Recognition
Under the leadership of Physics teacher, 
Nancy Alcombright, MCP sophomores 
competed in a SMART competition as part 
of a national education initiative. Each 
group of students nationwide was tasked 
with evaluating a real world environmental 
challenge involving a school building 
in North Carolina. They were asked to 
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work in groups and explore all aspects of 
construction, materials, orientation, interior 
and exterior design, heating and cooling 
systems, and landscaping to address the 
efficiency of the proposed building.

The six month project involved research, 
computer modeling, data generation and 
analysis, and culminated in a Powerpoint 
presentation and video conference with 
industry and education professionals from 
around the globe. 

Two teams represented MCP. The team 
comprised of Makenna Parkinson, Grace 
Cegelski, Lani Krossa, Hannie Elligen and 
Avery Munster received 2nd place nationally, 
impressing the judges with their use of a salt 
water battery for energy storage, and earned 
a $500 STEM grant for the school. The second 
team, comprised of Luke Llaurado, Sam Li, 
Emile Naccasha and Alex Ramey received 
honorable mention. The students worked 
hard under the pressure of looming deadlines, 
had a positive experience, and were thrilled 
to be distinguished among some of the top-
performing schools in the nation.

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MCP Partners with IQMS

Beginning in August, MCP entered into a 
new three year partnership with IQMS, a 
local MES and ERP software company in 
Paso Robles. Inspired by the demand for 
high quality young people who have a solid 
technological foundation, IQMS CEO Gary 
Nemmers reached out to the school. He 
had a vision for a partnership to give MCP 
students a first-hand look at the technology 
sector, while providing the school with the 
resources it needs to provide an unmatched 
educational experience. Both organizational 
leadership teams spent time considering 
the possibilities that might lie ahead, and 
then landed on an agreement that will be 
beneficial for years to come.

The first part of the agreement was the 
complete overhaul of MCP’s outdated 
computer lab. Seventeen new computers 
were installed in the new “IQMS Computer 
Lab” which were immediately put to use by 
our students. Another component of the 
partnership included a scholarship for MCP’s 
annual “Royal Day,” which is awarded to a 
student who demonstrates an interest and 
aptitude in technology. There is more to 
come as a result of this exciting partnership, 
and this past year was just a sneak peek of 
what’s ahead.

MCP Thespians Recognized
Statewide

For the fourth year in a row, MCP’s Troupe 
7903 of the International Thespian Society 
made a trip to the California State Thespian 
Festival. Nineteen student delegates and 
five adult chaperones joined over 1,100 
attendees from fifty seven high schools, 
to spend three days celebrating excellence 
in high school theatre. Students presented 
prepared pieces for professional adjudication, 
auditioned and interviewed for scholarships, 
attended theatre workshops, and watched 
performances representing the best in the 
state.

 Several MCP students received special 
recognition during the festival: Bella 
Yaguda’s “Talking to Your Child About Death” 
was one of two, out of nineteen, student-
written plays selected to be performed at 
the Festival. As a result, her play received 
1st place and advanced to the national 
level. Cascina Caradonna and Sadie Selby 
were awarded Senior Scholarships of $750. 
Sadie Selby placed 2nd in the Costume 
Construction Individual Event for her 
Witch Transformation Costume which was 
featured in MCP’s production of “Into the 
Woods Jr.” Cascina Caradonna received a 
Superior ranking for her entry in the Acting/
Monologue Individual Event. Genevieve 
Blauvelt was chosen for the All-State 
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Audio Crew, and received an Outstanding 
Technician Award for audio engineering. 
Also, recognized at the All-State level were 
Karl Schumacher, Lily Schumacher and Peter 
Schumacher who were each selected as 
spotlight operators for the Lighting Crew. 
Emma Walter was cast in the dance troupe 
for the Opening Number at the festival. To 
conclude the accolades accumulated over the 
three days, Cayden Wemple placed 1st in the 
talent showcase, and Nico Widmann earned 
2nd place, both for performing original 
songs.

Kairos

In August, at the start of the new academic 
year, our seniors begin with a 4-day intensive 
Kairos retreat held at Serra Retreat Center in 
Malibu, California. For many of our seniors, 
this retreat is the highlight of their school 
experience. It is an incredible opportunity 
for students to step away from the rigor 
and stress of everyday college applications, 
homework, and social media to evaluate their 
spiritual, emotional, and mental wellbeing. 
For the past 21 years our school has rallied 
behind keeping this opportunity a priority 
for our 12th graders. This past year was 
the largest class ever in attendance. Some 
adjustments had to be made because of 
sheer numbers, but it was indicative of 
the reputation of this program among our 
students, that they were adamantly against 

breaking up into two groups. They recognized 
the value to themselves and each other at the 
start of their very impactful senior year to 
stay together and experience as a class group. 
As well, this year’s class was a deeply faith-
filled and spiritually open group who were 
not afraid to share their faith, their struggles, 
and their compassion and empathy with one 
another. It was a phenomenal experience 
for our senior class and the adult facilitators 
who accompanied them. Through a series 
of student and adult speakers, small-group 
discussions, liturgy celebrations and a myriad 
of activities, students left the retreat having 
a deeper understanding and connection with 
God, each other and themselves. 

Principal Mike Susank shared this about 
his experience, “The Kairos retreat is, for 
me, the most enjoyable week of the year 
both personally and professionally. The 
commitment and courage necessary for both 
facilitators and retreatants is truly inspiring. 
It has been a tradition at MCP for over two 
decades and will continue, for the decades to 
come, as a foundational event in the future 
lives of our students.”

This 
award is given to an outstanding senior female in recognition of her 
overall achievements in academics, in co-curriculars and in spirituality.
