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SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES

The District offers a variety of supports and services for children experiencing difficulty in the general education
classroom, either academically or behaviorally. Students having difficulty in the general education classroom should
be considered for tutorial, compensatory, and other academic or behavior support services that are available to all
students, including a process based on Response to Intervention (Rtl), prior to a referral to Special Education. The
implementation of Rtl has the potential to have a positive impact on the ability of districts to meet the needs of all
struggling students. During the implementation of Rtl supports and services, the PAC team may request a referral
packet to initiate a referral for a Full and Individual Evaluation for special education services. At any time, a parent
may request an evaluation for special education services. A parent may submit a written request to the director of
special education or an administrative employee for an initial evaluation. No later than the 15% school day after the
date of the receipt of the request, the district will provide the parent with prior written notice of its proposal to conduct
an evaluation (including an opportunity to give written Consent for Initial Evaluation), or prior writien notice of its
refusal to conduct an evaluation. A copy of the Notice of Procedural Safeguards will be provided with either prior
written notice. If the district determines that the evaluation is not needed, the district will provide the parent with prior
written notice that explains why the child will not be evaluated. This written notice will include a statement that
informs the parents of their rights, if they disagree with the district. If the district determines that an evaluation is
needed, no later than the 45% school day following the date on which the LEA receives written consent, the district
will complete the evaluation and written report (special circumstances exist if consent is received less than 45 school
days before last instructional day, see “framework” website below for details). An ARD committee will meet regarding
initial eligibility determination within 30 calendar days from the completion of the written report ( special
circumstances exist if the 30 day falls during the summer, or written consent for the evaluation is received less than
45 school days before the last instructional day, see “framework” website below for details).

Special Education Records

The parent of a child with a disability will be afforded an opportunity to examine all records relating to the child as
described in the Notice of Procedural Safeguards. .Records of each student referred to or receiving special education
services will be retained for 5 years after the cessation of services. Prior to the destruction of special education records,
the eligible student or the parents of the students, as applicable, will be notified in accordance with federal regulation.



CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM REGULATIONS
Jr. High Campus

In July of 2003, the Texas Department of Agriculture became the administering agency for the
federal Child Nutrition Program. The Texas Department of Agriculture issued the Texas Public
School Nutrition Policy, which was effective beginning August 1, 2004, The following is a brief
summary.

Food from Home

This policy does not restrict the types of food that parents may provide for their own child’s
consumption at school. They may not provide foods for other students from 30 minutes before to
30 minutes after meal periods.

Foods of Minimal Nutritional Value (FMNYV) and all forms of candy

May not serve or provide access for students to FMNYV and all other forms of candy at any time
anywhere on school premises until after the end of the last scheduled class. Such foods and
beverages may not be sold or given away to students on school premises by school administrators or
staff, students or student groups, parents or parent groups, guest speakers or any other person,
company or organization. (FMNVs include any carbonated beverage, water ices, chewing gum,
hard candy, marshmallow candies, candy coated popcorn, etc.)

Competitive Foods

Schools may not serve competitive foods (or provide access to them through direct or indirect sales)
to students anywhere on school premises from 30 minutes before to 30 minutes after meal periods.
This does not pertain to food items made available by the school food service department. All
foods, beverages, and snack items must comply with the nutrition standards and portion size
restrictions in this policy.

Field Trips, Athletic, UIL, Band and Other Competitions

The nutrition policy does not apply to students who leave campus for campus-approved field trips
or to travel to athletic, UIL, band or other competitions.

School Fundraising

No food fund raising on campus is allowed during the school day. Vouchers may be sold during
school and the food be picked up at the end of the school day.

Outside Foods

Parents may provide food for their child’s consumption at lunch or breakfast. Parents may provide
FMNYV or candy items for their own child’s consumption but they may not provide restricted items
to other children at school.

Water and Juice

Plain bottled water and 100% fruit juices are allowed at anytime. Juice is limited to 12 oz. servings.
Exemptions

Certain exemptions are allowed for school nurses, students with special needs and up to three
school wide events pre-approved by campus officials. (NOTE: Federal regulations do not allow
FMNVs to be sold or given away during the school day where reimbursable meals are
served/consumed, including during any exempted events.) Regular meal service must continue to
be available to all students.

Cafeteria Services (All Grade Levels)

It is the intent of Llano ISD to provide a healthy, balanced and appealing breakfast and
lunch to all students every school day. The district participates in the School Breakfast
Program and National School Lunch Program and offers students nutritionally balanced
meals daily in accordance with standards set forth in state and federal law. Nutritionally
balance meals include meat (or meat alternative), whole grains, vegetables, fruits and
milk (un-flavored 1% and flavored fat free milk) Free and reduced-price meals are
available based on financial need or household situation. Information about a student’s
participation is confidential; however, disclosure of a student’s eligibility may be made
without prior notice or consent to programs, activities, and individuals that are
specifically authorized access under the National School Lunch Act (NSLA), which is the
law that sets forth the disclosure limits for the district’s child nutrition programs. A
student’s name, eligibility status, and other information may be disclosed to certain
agencies as authorized under the NSLA to facilitate the enrollment of eligible children in
Medicaid or the state children’s health insurance program (CHIP) unless the student’s
parent notifies the district that a student’s information should not be disclosed. A parent’s
decision will not affect the child’s eligibility for free and reduced price meals or free
milk. See the Food Service office to apply for free or reduced price meal services.
Breakfast will be served to students Pre-K-5" Grade FREE of charge (one daily). Lunch
will be served to students Pre-K-5" Grade FREE of charge (one daily). Jr. High and
High School campuses lunch meals for students paid $2.70/reduced $.40 and paid
Breakfast $1.50/reduced$.30, visitors $4.00, and staff $3.75. Parents are encouraged to
visit the cafeteria and eat lunch with their child. Meals are available for parents to
purchase at visitor price $4.00. Menus can be found on the district website
(www.llanoisd.org), under the Nutrition and Food Services webpage or on-line at
www.schoolcafe.com. Menus are subject to change. Every effort will be made to notify
students and parents of any changes as soon as possible. Please visit the Nutrition and
Food Services page for up to date menu information.

Charging Policy

Meal obligations have the same set of rules as other district and campus obligations.
Parents are responsible for ensuring funds are available to purchase meals or to provide
meals from home for their child(ren). Your child/student will only be allowed a
maximum charge of (3) meals or $9.00 total amount. After your child/student has
accrued (3) meals or a negative balance of $9.00, your child/student will receive an
alternate meal consisting of a cheese sandwich, fruit and milk. Alternate breakfast
consist of cereal and milk. Students will continue to receive this alternate meal until they
pay for charges or bring money to purchase a meal. Proper nonfiction will be given to
your student by a “Low or Negative Balance Note”, verbally by the cashier or through
email. Parents/Students should monitor, set low balance alerts and emails using
http://www.schoolcafe.com. There is no charge for viewing and setting up an account.

Ala carte, snack or extra items will only be sold to students with positive balance
accounts or cash only for students with a zero balances.



Payment

Students and/or parents may access their pre-paid cafeteria charge accounts by using the
link to “Lunch Payment™ on the district website under Parent tab at www.llanoisd.org or
go to www.schoolcafe.com. The “Schoolcafe” website allows parents and/or students to
access details regarding lunch activity and deposits. Payments can be made by credit
card and low balance email notifications can be requested. In order to access the account,
you will need to provide your contact information and have the student ID number.

Other payment options include, sending money with the student to be deposited at the
cafeteria.

Obligations or Refunds

When withdrawing a student, cafeteria obligations will need to be paid in full, A payment
can be made at the cafeteria or the Food and Nutrition Services office. If a student
account has a positive balance, the parent will need to fill out a form requesting funds.
The form will allow parents to request a refund, transfer funds to a sibling’s account or
donate the funds to the department. Donated funds will be used to clear up unpaid student
obligations at the end of the school year. The form can be found on the district webpage
(www.llanoisd.org) under the Food and Nutrition Services Department webpage.

Free and Reduced Price Meals

Students attending the Pre-K — 5™ Grade elementary campus will receive one Free Lunch
and Breakfast daily and will not be required to have an application to receive meals free
of charge. All students registering for school (except Elementary Campus) within the
district will be given opportunities to apply for Free/Reduced price meals online by using
the "Schoolcafe” link on the district webpage beginning August 1st. Only 1 application
per household is necessary. Households wishing to receive Free or Reduced meals will
need to fill out the application unless the household has received a pre-qualification letter
from the district. Pre-qualification letters will be mailed before school starts in August.
New students entering the district will be given an opportunity to fill out the application
online when registering. Paper applications will be available in the Food & Nutrition
Services Office or at campus office upon request. State and federal law, as well as board-
adopted policies, define when, where, and by whom competitive foods, which are foods
not sold as part of the regular meal program, can be served or sold on school premises
during the school day. [For more information, see policies CO(LEGAL) and
FFA(LOCAL).]

In accordance with Federal civil rights law and U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)
civil rights regulations and policies, the USDA, its Agencies, offices, and employees, and
institutions participating in or administering USDA programs are prohibited from
discriminating based on race, color, national origin, sex, disability, age, or reprisal or
retaliation for prior civil rights activity in any program or activity conducted or funded by
USDA. Persons with disabilities who require alternative means of communication for
program information (e.g. Braille, large print, audiotape, American Sign Language, etc.),
should contact the Agency (State or local) where they applied for benefits.

NOTICE OF PARENT AND STUDENT RIGHTS
FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVACY ACT, 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1232g

The Llano Independent School District maintains general education records required by law. A student's school
records are private and are protected from unauthorized inspection or use. A cumulative record is maintained for
each student from the time the student enters the District until the student withdraws or graduates. This record
moves with the student from school to school.

By law, both parents, whether married, separated, or divorced, have access fo the records of a student who is a
minor or a dependent for tax purposes. A parent whose rights have been legally terminated will be denied access to
the records if the school is given a copy of the court order terminating these rights.

The principal is custodian of all records for currently enrolled students at the assigned school, and for students who
have withdrawn or graduated. Records may be reviewed during regular school hours. If circumstances effectively
prevent a parent or eligible student from inspecting the records, the District shall either provide a copy of the
requested records, or make other arangements for the parent or student to review the requested records. The
record custodian or designee will respond to reasonable requests for explanation and interpretation of the records.

Parents of a minor or a student who is a dependent for tax purposes, the student (if 18 or older), and school officials
with legitimate educational interests are the only persons who have general access to a student's records. “School
officials with legitimate educational interests” include any employees, agents, or Trustees of the district, of
cooperatives of which the District is a member, or of facilities with which the District contracts for placement of
students with disabilities, as well as their attomeys and consultants, who are (1) working with the student; (2)
considering disciplinary or academic actions, the student's case, or an individual education plan (IEP) of a student
with disabilities; (3) compiling statistical data; or (4) investigating or evaluating programs.

Cenrtain other officials from various governmental agencies may have limited access to the records. The District
forwards a student's records on request to a school in which a student seeks or intends to enroll without the
necessity of the parent's permission. Records also are released pursuant to court order or lawfully issued subpoena.
Unless the subpoena is issued for law enforcement purposes and the subpoena orders that its contents, existence,
or the information sought not be disclosed, the District shall make a reasonable effort to notify the parent or eligible
student in advance of compliance. Parental consent is required to release the records to anyone else. When the
student reaches 18 years of age, the right to consent to release of records transfers to the student.

Section 9528 of the ESEA, 20 U.S.C. 7908, as amended by the NCLB, and 10 U.S.C. 503, as amended by 544 of the
National Defense Authorization Act for fiscal Year 2002 , require Llano ISD to give military recruiters the same
access to secondary school students as provided to postsecondary institutions or to prospective employers; and
provide students’ names, addresses, and telephone listing to military recruiters, when requested, unless a parent has
opted out of providing such information.



The parent's or student's right of access to, and copies of, student records does not extend to all records. Materials
that are not considered educational records, such as a teacher’ s personal notes on a student that are shared only
with substitute teacher and records on former students after they are no longer students in the District, do not have to
be made available to the parents or student.

Students over 18 and parents of minor students may review and inspect the student’s records and request a
correction if the records are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the student's privacy rights. If the
District refuses the request to amend the records, the requestor has the right to request a hearing. If the records are
not amended as a result of the hearing, the requestor has 30 school days to exercise the right to place a statement
commenting on the information in the student's records. Although improperly recorded grades may be challenged,
parents and students are not allowed to contest a student's grade in a course through this process. [See
FNG{LEGAL) AND (LOCAL) for the applicable complaint procedure]. Parents or students have the right to file a
complaint with the U.S. Department of Education if they believe the District is not in compliance with the law
regarding student records.

Copies of student records are available at a cost of _0___ per page, payable in advance. Parents may be denied
copies of a student's records (1) after the student reaches age 18 and is no longer a dependent for tax purposes; (2)
when the student is attending an institution of post-secondary education; (3) if the parent fails to follow proper
procedures and pay the copying charge; or (4) when the District is given a copy of a court order terminating the
parental rights. If the student qualifies for free or reduced price lunches and the parents are unable to view the
records during regular school hours, upon written request of the parent, one copy of the records will be provided at
no charge.

Certain information about District students is considered directory information and will be released to anyone who
follows procedures for requesting it, unless the parent objects to the release of any or all directory information about
the child. This objection must be made in writing to the principal within ten school days after the issuance of this
notice. Directory information for District students has been classified into two separate categories:

items for use only for school-sponsored purposes; and Items for all other purposes.

For the following school-sponsored purposes—all school publications and announcements—directory information

shall include student name, address, telephone listing, electronic mail address, photograph, honors and
awards received, dates of attendance, grade level. participation in officially recognized activities and sports,
and weight and height of members of athletic teams.

For all other purposes, directory information shall include student name, address, and telephone listing, as well
as honors and awards received: dates of attendance; grade level; participation in officially recognized
activities and sports; and weight and height of members of athletic teams as well as most recent educational
institution attended.

The District's complete policy regarding student records is available from the principal’s or Superintendent's office.

Materiales que no son considerados los archivos educativos, como las notas personales de un maestro en
un estudiante que solo es compartido con maestro del suplente y archivos en los estudiantes anteriores después de
que elios no son ningun estudiante méas largo en el Distrito, no tenga que ser hecho disponible a los padres o
estudiante.

Los estudiantes encima de 18 y padres de estudiantes menores pueden repasar y pueden inspeccionar los archivos
del estudiante y pide una correccion si los archivos son inexactos, mientras desencaminando, o por ofra parte en la
violacién de los derechos del retiro del estudiante. Si los desechos Distrito la demanda para enmendar los archivos,
el requestor tiene el derecho para pedir un oido. Si los archivos no se enmiendan como resultado del oido, el
requestor tiene 30 dias de la escuela para ejercer el derecho para poner una declaracion que hace un comentario
sobre la informacién en los archivos del estudiante. Aunque inadecuadamente grabé pueden desafiarse las
calidades, no se permiten a los padres y a estudiantes disputar la calidad de un estudiante en un curso a fravés de
este proceso. [Vea FNG(LEGAL) Y (LOCAL) para el procedimiento de la queja aplicable]. Padres o estudiantes
tienen el derecho para archivar una queja con el Departamento americano de Educacion si ellos creen que el Distrito
no es conforme a la ley con respecto a los archivos del estudiante.

Las copias de archivos del estudiante estan disponibles en un costo de _0___ por la pagina, pagable de antemano.
Pueden negarse los padres las copias de los archivos de un estudiante (1) después de los alcances del estudiante
edad 18 y es ningln mas largo una persona a cargo para los propositos del impuesto; (2) cuando el estudiante esta
asistiendo a una institucion de educacion poste-secundaria; (3) si el padre no sigue los procedimientos apropiados y
pagar el cargo copiando; o (4) cuando el Distrito se da una copia de un orden judicial gue termina los derechos
paternales. Si el estudiante califica para los almuerzos del precio libres o reducidos y los padres es incapaz de ver
los archivos durante las horas escolares regulares, en la demanda escrito del padre, que una copia de los archivos
se proporcionara a ningun cargo.

Cierta informacion sobre los estudiantes Distrito es considerada la informacion del directorio y se soltara a
cualquiera que sigue los procedimientos por pedirlo, a menos que el padre objeta al descargo de cualquiera o toda
fa informacién del directorio sobre el nifio. Esta objecion debe hacerse por escrito al principal dentro de diez dias de
la escuela después de la emision de este aviso.

Notification of Rights for Elementary and Secondarv Schools

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) afford parents and students over 18 years of
age ("eligible students") certain rights with respect to the student's education records. These rights are:

1.The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the day the School
receives a request for access. Parents or eligible students should submit to the School principal [or
appropriate school official] a written request that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The School
official will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place
where the records may be inspected.

2.The right to request the amendment of the student's education records that the parent or eligible student
believes is inaccurate or misleading. Parents or eligible students may ask the School to amend a record
that they believe is inaccurate or misleading. They should write the School principal [or appropriate
official], clearly identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why it is inaccurate or
misleading. If the School decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student,
the School will notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their right to a
hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information regarding the hearing procedures
will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the right to a hearing.

3.The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student's
education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent. One exception,
which permits disclosure without consent, is disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational
interests. A school official is a person employed by the School as an administrator, supervisor, instructor,
or support staff member (including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person
serving on the School Board; a person or company with whom the School has contracted to perform a
special task (such as an attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist); or a parent or student serving
on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school
official in performing his or her tasks. A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official
needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility. Upon request,
the School discloses education records without consent to officials of another school district in which a
student seeks or intends to enroll. [NOTE: FERPA requires a school district to make a reasonable
attempt to notify the parent or eligible student of the records request unless it states in its annual
notification that it intends to forward records on request.]

4.The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the
School to comply with the requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the Office that administers

Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA)

The Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA) is a federal law that affords parents and students who
are 18 or emancipated minors (“eligible students™) certain rights regarding our conduct of surveys,
collection and use of information for marketing purposes, and certain physical exams. These include the
right to;

Consent before students are required to submit to a survey that concerns one or more of the following
protected areas (“protected information survey”) if the survey is funded in whole or in part by a program of
the U.S. Department of Education (ED)-

1. Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or student's parent;

2. Mental and psychological problems of the student or student's family:

3. Sex behavior and attitudes;

4. lllegal, anti-social, self-incriminating and demeaning behavior;

5. Critical appraisals of other individuals with whom respondents have close family

relationships;

6. Legally recognized privileged relationships, such as those of lawyers, physicians, and ministers;

7. Religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or parents; or

8. Income other than that required by law to determine program eligibility.

Receive notice and an opportunity to opt a student out of -

Any other protected information survey, regardless of funding;

Any non-emergency, invasive physical exam or screening required as a condition of attendance,
administered by the school or its agent, and not necessary to protect the immediate health and safety ofa
student, except for hearing, vision, or scoliosis screenings, or any physical exam or screening permitted or required
under State law; and

Activities involving collection, disclosure, or use of personal information obtained from students for
marketing or to sell or otherwise distribute the information to others.

inspect, upon request and before administration or use -

Protected information surveys of students;

Instruments used to collect personal information from students for any of the above marketing, sales or
other distribution purposes; and

Instructional material used as part of the educational curricutum.

Llano ISD will/has develop[ed] and adopt[ed] policies, in consultation with parents, regarding these rights, as well
as arrangements to protect student privacy in the administration of protected surveys and the collection, disclosure,
or use of personal information for marketing, sales, or other distribution purposes. Llano ISD will directly notify
parents and eligible students of these policies at least annually at the start of each school year and after any
substantive changes. Llano ISD will also directly notify parents and eligible students, such as through U.S. Mail or
email, at least annually at the start of each school year of the specific or approximate dates of the following activities
and provide an opportunity to opt a student out of participating in;

Collection, disclosure, or use of personal information for marketing, sales or other distribution,
Administration of any protected information survey not funded in whole or in part by ED.
Any non-emergency, invasive physical examination or screening as described above.

Llano Independent School District {LISD}
INTERNET SAFETY & NETWORK ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY

The Llano Independent School District makes a variety of communication and information technologies
available to students through network/internet access. These technologies, when properly used,
promote educational excelience in the District by facilitating resource sharing, innovation and
communicatien. lllegal, unethical or inappropriate use of these technologies can have dramatic
consequences, harming the District, its students, and its employees. The Acceptable Use Guidelines
{AUG]} are intended to minimize the likelihood of such harm by educating LISD students and parents and
setting standards which will serve to protect students.

Parents and students should realize that with this educational opportunity comes responsibility. LISD
will educate all students about appropriate online behavior, including interacting with other individuals
on social networking websites and in chat rooms and cyberbullying awareness and response. LISD uses
a Web filter that helps protect against Internet access by both adults and minors as well as visual
depictions that are obscene; pornography; or, with respect to use of the computer by minors, harmful to
minors. However, even with a filter, there may still be sites accessible via the internet that contains
materials that are illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or controversial. Although the District will attempt to
limit access to objectionable material by using various means, controlling all materials on the Internet is
impossible. LISD currently blocks all external chat rooms and instant messaging. Each student has
access to internal email ONLY. LISD uses a content filtering appliance which allows the IT department to
restrict access to any material they deem harmful to minors. LISD protects against hacking by using an
internal and external firewall and a domain controller with policy controls designed to restrict access.
All access to personal identification information regarding minors is stored on a secure database. All
access to the database is restricted by user groups with specific access rights given to each group.

Students will be provided email and Internet accounts. Any parent or guardian who wishes to deny
Internet access to their LISD student must return a signed copy of the Internet Access Denial form.
Students are responsible for not sharing the password of their account with others. LISD accounts are to
be used only for identified educational purposes. Students and parents should be aware that the
District monitors all use and communication on its computer system. No communication on the system
is private. Students are held responsible at all times for the proper use of their account, The District
may suspend or revoke a student account if District rules are viclated. All technology including
hardware, software, and internet access is available to students in the Llano Independent School
District as a privilege, not a right. The following standards will apply to all users of the
Network/Internet.

Users of the Llano ISD Technology Resources will not:
e Use the resources for any illegal purpose.
e Use social networking sites. (Facebook, Twitter)
¢ Disable, attempt to disable, or circumvent any Internet filtering device.



»  Encrypt communications to avoid security review.

¢ Borrow someone’s account with or without permission. Students must be logged in as
themselves to the Network and Internet.

s Use chat rooms.

* Post personal information such as addresses or telephone numbers about yourself or others.

* Download or use copyrighted information without permission from the copyright holder.

s Intentionally introduce a virus to the computer system.

¢ Post messages or access materials that are abusive, obscene, sexually oriented, threatening,
harassing, damaging to another’s reputation, illegal, or could be characterized as bullying.

{ Cyber-bullying involves the use of informaltion and communication technologies to support deliberate,
repeated, and hostife behavior by an individual or group, that is intended to harm others. "Cyberbullying” is
when a child, preteen or teen is tormented, threatened, harassed, humilisted, embarrassed or otherwise
targeted by another child, preteen or teen using the Internet, interactive and digital technologies or mobile
phones. It has to have a minor on both sides, or at least have been instigated by a minor against another
minor. Once adults become involved, it is plain and sirmple cyber-harassment or cyberstalking. Adult cyber-
harassment or cyberstalking is never cafled cyberbullying.)

® Waste school resources through the improper use of the computer system.

s Gain unauthorized access to restricted information or resources.

¢ Students may not incur or attempt to incur any financial liability. This includes, but is not limited
to, accessing any fee based service.

Any type of computer piracy, hacking, or tampering with hardware or software is forbidden.

No one may use the network to annoy, harass or otherwise offend people.

Students should not tie up the network with idle activities.

CONSEQUENSES FOR IMPROPER USE

All users should be aware the inappropriate use of the electronic information resources can be a
violation of local, state, and federal laws. Violations can lead to prosecution. The District will cooperate
fully with the local, state, or federal officials in any investigation concerning or relating to misuse of the
District’s electronic cormmunications systems.

ALL users should be aware that Llano 15D retains the right to withdraw account privileges at any time,

RIGHT TO EXAMINE ALL DATA

Llano ISD reserves the right to examine all data stored in all district computer systems to make sure that
all users are in compliance with these regulations.

Llano ISD also reserves the right to use the electronic means to restrict access to questionable material
and to track and monitor the use of the internet.

COPYRIGHT

Copyrighted software of data may not be placed on any system connected to the District’s system
without permission from the holder of the copyright. Only the owner, or individuals the owner
specifically authorize, may upload copyrighted material to the system.

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SECTION | — ATTENDANCE

Llano Independent School District regards punctuality as essential to student success and fo the smooth
operation of the school. Persistent tardiness to school or to the individual classes causes disruptions to the
classroom which are detrimental to the individual student and to the class as a whole.

All students must report to the office and sign in any time they enter the building after class has started.

Every student is expected to be in the class when the tardy bell rings at the beginning of each period. Teachers
should end class at the bell. Students are considered absent if they enter class afier 10 minutes of the period has
passed. The absence will be counted against the 90% minimum required attendance law, which may be reviewed
by the Attendance Review Committee. Students are subject to disciplinary action for excessive tardiness.

ABSENCES

if you are absent from schoot for any reason, you will need a note from your parent or guardian® to re-enter, The

written note should include the following information:
Your Full Name
Date of Absence

Reason for Absence
Signature of Parent or Guardian®
*Any student not living at home must make prior arangements with the principal regarding absentee excuses.

DOCUMENTATION:
After a student has accumulated ten (10) days of absences, which have been accompanied by parent notes,
documentation from a health care professional will be required for any additional absences incurred during the

school year. Principals have the authority to declare certain cases “extenuating circumstances” and will exercise
reason in their determination to excuse individuals on a case-by-case basis.




Students who are absent because of a doctor's appointment must bring a note from the docfor. A student can be
considered in attendance if “the student is temporarily absent due to an appointment with a health care
professional and that student commences classes or returns to school on the same day of the appointment.”

WARNING NOTICE - If a student is absent from schoal for 10 days from classes that meet daily or parts of
days within a six month period in the same school year or on three or more days or parts of days within a four
week period:
1. the student's parent is subject to prosecution under Section 25.093; and,
2. the student is subject to prosecution under Section 25.094 or referral to a juvenile court.
3. |f a student is absent from school, without excuse under Section 25.087, on three days or paris of
days within a four week period, the school will inform the parent that;
a. it is the parent’s duty to monitor the student's school attendance and require the student to
attend school; and
b. the parent is subject to prosecution under 25.093; and
¢. the school will request a conference between school officials and the parent to discuss the
absences.

TYPES OF ABSENCES

1. EXCUSED: Students are permitted to make up work. This excuse is given when a student has been i,
when there is a death in the immediate family, or some real emergency. Only 10 parent notes will be
allowed for excused absences (per school year).

2. UNEXCUSED: This excuse will be issued to students who do not have an acceptable reason for missing
schoal. Truancy will result in an automatic zero. Truancy is defined as the student being absent from
school without the parent's knowledge or consent. Students who are habitually truant will be reported to
the juvenile authorities. Violation of the compulsory school attendance law is defined as the unexcused
voluntary absence of a child on 10 or more days or parts of days within a six-month period or three or
more days or parts of days within a four-week period from school. Parents of students who are fruant will
be wamed in writing to compel the child to attend school. Further incidences of truancy will result in the
attendance officer filing a complaint against the parent in county court, in the justice court of the resident
precinct, or in the municipal court of the municipality in which he resides.

Any student forgetting to bring a note will receive an unexcused absence. The student has a
maximum of TWO school days to bring the note and receive an excused absence. A late note
after the 2-day period will be stamped unexcused and filed.

Students who miss school because buses cannot run due to hazardous road conditions will be eligible for
perfect attendance.

SCHOOL ACTIVITY ABSENCES (Approved Field Trips)
This excuse is given when a student is absent while participating in a school activity. School trips are
excused, usually without requiring an admittance slip and without requiring written statemenis of absence
signed by the parents, since the sponsor of the trip must send a roster of students to the office prior to the trip.
Students should ask for their make-up work before they leave for the activity. The local board of trustees has
the authority to determine the number of times a student may be absent to participate in extracurricular
activities.

MAKE-UP WORK
When you are absent, it is your responsibility, not the teacher’s, to make arrangements for the make-up work.
Upon the 2% day of student's absence, assignments may be requested. Please call the office before
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9:00 a.m. fo assure that all your student's teachers will be able to complete the request. Assignments may be
picked up at 2:45 in the office. They will not be sent home with any student other than a sibling of the absent
student. Make-up work should be completed within the equal amount of days which the student was absent,
except in very unusual circumstances. If you are absent and do not ask for make-up assignments, you may
be given a zero for the work missed.

EXCESSIVE ABSENCES
Absenteeism, whether for excused or unexcused reasons, deprives the student of the experience of
participating in classroom activities. It should be understood by both the parents and the students that, in
truth, a class period cannot be "made up”. Assignments are a poor substitute for the learning experience the
students gain by attending class in person; there is no way to ‘repeat” a classroom experience missed.

Students must be in attendance at least 90% of the time in a school year in order to obtain credit in each
course. Attendance is taken each period of the day. The campus will appoint a committee to hear the
petitions of students who are in attendance less than 90% of the time during the school year because of
extenuating circumstances. The board of trustees will establish guidelines to determine what constitutes
extenualing circumstances, subject to rules adopted by the State Board of Educalion, and shall adopt policies
establishing ways for students to make up or regain credit lost because of absences.

PERFECT ATTENDANCE
To receive an award for perfect attendance, the student must be counted present each period of the day.
Students who are on an approved field trip (AFT) are present for the purpose of computing perfect
attendance.

TARDIES
A student is tardy if he/she is not in the room by the time the teacher closes the door once the tardy bell
begins to ring. Tardies and consequences for tardies will be issued by the teacher. Consequences issued by
the teacher may include: seating change, loss of class privileges, assignment of school-related tasks or
duties, lunch detention, or after-school detention. It is our expectation that students get to class on time to
ensure academic success.

LUNCH DETENTION: If a teacher issues lunch detention, the student is to report to the teacher’s classroom
for the first half of funch, then go to the cafeteria, get their food from the tray line, and sit at the assigned lunch
detention tables for the remainder of lunch.

AFTER-SCHOOL DETENTION: If a teacher issues after-school detention, the student is to report to the
teacher's classroom for & period of time designated by the teacher (no more than two hours). The student's
parent/guardian must be notified one day in advance to make arrangements for transportation. Students
assigned to after-school detention are not allowed to ride the activity bus as a mode of transportation.

LEAVING THE SCHOOL CAMPUS
If it is necessary for you to leave school for any reason during the school day, you must have your parent or
an approved person come into the office and sign you out before leaving. When you retum to the campus,
check back in to the principal's office.

The junior high will have a CLOSED campus. All students must remain on campus during the lunch period. if
a parent wishes to take his/her child to lunch, they must check out through the office. They must report back
to the office when they return. Students who bring their lunches or who have snack food must eat in the
cafeteria.



WITHDRAWAL FROM SCHOOL
If, for any reason, a student must withdraw from Llano Junior High School during the school year, the parent

or guardian must come to the office and sign a withdrawal form, tumning in all textbooks and paying all monies
owed to the school.

SECTION Il — POLICIES AND REGULATIONS

MANDATORY MOMENT OF SILENCE

The new provisions mandate that public school districts (1) require students to recite the pledge of allegiance
ta the United States and Texas flags during each school day at each school in the district; and (2) provide for
the observance of one minute of silence following the pledges during which students may reflect, pray,
meditate, or engage in any other silent activity that is not likely to interfere with or distract other students.
Teachers or other employees who are in charge of students during the minute of silence must “ensure” that
each student remains silent and does not act in a manner that is likely to interfere with or distract another
student. An additional change authorizes school districts to excuse a student from the pledge of allegiance
(but not from observing the moment of silence) if the student’s parent or guardian provides a written request.
These mandatory changes began with the 2003-2004 school year.

STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES: STUDENT & PARENT COMPLAINTS
The purpose of this policy is to secure, at the lowest possible administrative level, prompt and equitable
resolution of student or parent complaints. Except as provided below, all student or parent complaints shall
be presented in accordance with this policy.

CERTAIN COMPLAINTS: Complaints regarding certain topics are addressed by specific policies or other
documents that modify this complaint process or require an alternative process:

Discrimination on the basis of gender; FB;

Sexual abuse or sexual harassment of a student: FNCJ;

Loss of credit on the basis of attendance FDD;

Teacher removal of a student for disciplinary reasons: FOAA;

Removal of a student fo a disciplinary altemative education program; FOAB,

Expulsion of a student: FOD and the Student Code of Conduct;

Identification, evaluation, or educational placement of a student with a disability within the scope of

Section 504; FB;

8. Identification, evaluation, or educational placement of a student with a disability within the scope of IDEA:
EHBA and the parents' rights handbook provided to parents of all students referred to special education;

9. Instructional materials: EFA,;

10. On-campus distribution of non-school materials fo students: FMA; and

11. Complaints against district peace officers: CKE.
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GENERAL PROVISIONS
Unless otherwise provided by a policy referenced above, students or parents shall be entitled to informal
conferences with administrators to resolve their complaints. In most circumstances in which a complaint
involves a problem with a teacher, the student or parent shall be expected to discuss the matter with the
teacher before requesting a conference with the principal at Level One.

The student may be represented by an adult at any level of the complaint.



For purposes of this policy, “days” shall mean calendar days.

Announcement of a decision in the student's or parent's presence shall constitute communication of the
decision.

LEVEL ONE

A student or parent who has a complaint shall request a conference with the principal within 15 days of the
time the student or parent knew, or should have known, of the event or series of events causing the
complaint. The principal shall hold a conference with the student or parent within seven days of the request.
The principal shall have seven days following the conference within which to respond.

LEVEL TWO

If the outcome of the conference with the principal is not to the student’s or parent's satisfaction or the time
for a response has expired, the student or parent may request a conference with the Superintendent or
designee. The request must be filed within seven days following receipt of a response or, if no response is
received, within seven days of the response deadline. The Superintendent or designee shall hold the
conference within seven days after receiving the request.

LEVEL THREE

If the outcome of the conference with the Superintendent or designee is not to the student's or parent's
satisfaction or if the time for a response has expired, the student or parent may submit to the Superintendent
or designee a request to place the matter on the agenda of a future Board Meeting. The request shall be in
writing and must be filed within seven days of the response or, if no response is received, within seven days
of the response deadline.

The Superintendent shall inform the student or parent of the date, time, and place of the meeting.

The presiding officer shall establish a reasonable time limit for complaint presentations. The District shall
make an audiotape record of the Level Three proceeding before the Board. The Board shall hear the
complaint and shall then make and communicate its decision orally or in writing at any time up to and
including the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.

CLOSED MEETING
If the complaint involves concerns or charges regarding an employee, it shall be heard by the Board in
closed meeting unless the employee to whom the complaint pertains requests that it be heard in public.

Each student should familiarize himselffherself with the following policies and regulations of the Liano Public
Schools. All students, regardless of age or marital status, will be expected to conform to all policies and
guidelines set forth by the Llano Independent School District.

ACCIDENTS
Accidents or injuries that require medical attention must be properly reported to the principal, nurse, or to the
athletic director.

ANNOUNCEMENTS
Announcements will be made at the beginning of advisory each day. Announcement requests should be
turned in to the office by 7:30 a.m. They should be typed or printed on an announcement request form
available in the office.
