sion, and approval is expected also from the Archdiocesan

Building Commission at its September meeting. This clears the way forward for drawing up
detailed architectural plans in preparation for the bidding process to find a contractor. In the
meantime, we have contracted with a landscape architect to design construction documents
for the redevelopment of the landscape for West Bonita Ave., North Berkeley Ave. and the
interior courtyard between the auditorium and church. The scope of work will include: con-
struction details for all paving, stairs, planter walls, ramp/stairs and raised planters, irriga-
tion plans, preparation for all new retrofit planting areas using drip and bubbler system, and
a design landscape with drought-tolerant plants.

We also contracted with a lighting consultant to design the exterior and interior lighting
with a new LED efficient lighting system. In addition, recent engineering issues regarding
the integrity of the brick structure have been identified as “fixable” and no obstacle to mov-
ing forward.

We are indeed grateful to our dedicated parishioners for their outstanding generosity
toward the ongoing Capital Campaign.
