. What process did the school use to conduct its needs assessment? The PCSST staff, parents, and community were surveyed via
“surveymonkey.com”. Fifty-three staff members participated and seventy-four parents/community members provided input.
Academic dataprovided by NJDOE (ESEA Waiver Report) was the driving factor.

. What process did the school use to collect and compile data for student subgroups? Data was collected from state reports, ESEA,

NJASK, and HSPA results.
